Background

The Tshwane Urban Development Zone ("UDZ") was approved by the Minister of Finance,
and published in Government Gazette No. 27077 on 10 December 2004.

The Tshwane Urban Development Zone comprises 582 hectares, and is located in the area
known as the Tshwane Inner City. The UDZ comprises predominantly the Pretoria CBD,
parts of the Nelson Mandela Development Corridor, parts of Pretoria West adjacent to the
central business district and Marabastad (see Figure 2 for boundary).

Purpose of this Report

In terms of Section 13quat(9) of the Income Tax Act, 1962 (as amended by the Revenue
Laws Amendment Act, 2003), each municipality must provide an annual report to the
Commissioner and the Minister for their respective urban development zones, i.e.:

“Every municipality must provide a report annually to the Commissioner and the Minister for
each urban development zone located within that municipality within such time as is
prescribed by the Minister, listing-

(@) each taxpayer to which a certificate contemplated in subsection 4(a)* has been
issued;

(b) the location of each building for which that certificate was issued;

(© the estimated costs incurred by the taxpayer in respect of each building;

(d) the estimated total jobs created as a result of this section;

(e) the additional property rates collected as a result of this section;

() the total applications for a certificate contemplated in subsection 4(a); and

(9) the average turnover time for all planning and building approval.”

This report is the first annual report to be submitted by the City of Tshwane Metropolitan
Municipality, for the period from 1 December 2004 to 1 December 2005.
